In fact, it
is only one of 3 places in the entire UK to
offer this amazing new lens implant that
helps to achieve HD vision.

What is so special about the LAL?

In standard cataract surgery, the natural lens
of the eye is removed because it becomes
cloudy, and is replaced with a prosthetic
lens implant, or intraocular lens implant
(IOL), that stays within the eye and helps
with focussing. The aim is to achieve sharp
distance vision without the aid of spectacles,
however, in many cases, the final result can
be just off target and the unaided vision

remains a bit blurred and therefore glasses
would be required.

Once the IOL is implanted, the final
power of the eye (refraction) cannot be
changed, so any residual blur would have to
be addressed with glasses. The great
advantage of the LAL, the most advanced
form of intraocular lens, is that its power
can be changed AFTER surgery by applying
a beam of harmless ultraviolet light. This
changes the conformation of the LAL so
that any residual blur is neutralised
therefore resulting in HD vision without
spectacles for distance- a truly remarkable
advance in eye surgery.
